Treasurer’s report:
 There is £8,000 in the current account, £3,000 in the saver account. Most of the current account is money for ball tickets. John will move several thousand to the reserve account. St Patrick’s Day raised £365, Ladies Night - £300, St Georges Day/Royal wedding - £315. Full accounts have to be prepared this year to submit to the Charities Commission. This will cost £323.

St Patricks Day: This was very successful, next year it will be on a Saturday so we may have the tea party on the Friday afternoon.

  It was very successful too, however more people attending would have been better.  It was mainly reception and year 1 mums. Pumpkin & Custard Boutiques gave prizes which were much appreciated. Fran Jones has offered to host the next event at her house as this would reduce expenditure, but the hotel venue was enjoyed by everyone.

St George’s Day/Royal Wedding Party:  This went very well. Debbie would like some new crockery for these events, possibly ask for donations.

Summer Ball:  There have been 17 tables sold. There is not much profit on each ticket, but the costs are lower.  Centrepieces will be sold/auctioned again.
