Matters arising from previous meeting:
  John Gill gave a Treasurers report. The playground equipment has been paid for. Unfortunately £1,200 Vat had to be paid as the main frame could not be broken into smaller components. Michelle Cameron in the Office was thanked by Debbie for all her work ordering the equipment. Nick Tyson’s cash match for the Summer Fair has come through. Paul Dunn has cash matched the Christmas Fair. The deposit has been paid to the Town Hall for the summer ball. All the money in the savings account has been moved and there is currently £2,000 left in the current account. Miss Tumelty said the teachers have suggested a fundraising event in the week after Easter to tie in with St George’s Day and the Royal Wedding.
