4. Treasurers Report: There is £20,000 in the bank. The big earners were the Christmas & Summer fairs which each raised about £4,000 and the summer ball which raised about £8,000. There were also many smaller events eg St Patricks Day & St George’s Day, the Ladies Swishing Night & the Business Directory. Purchases last year included digital cameras, the traversing wall & junior play equipment. The next purchases will be the new computers for the ICT suite, which are being phased in between now and Christmas.
