Minutes of a meeting held on 18th March 2010

1. Apologies for absence:
Julie Murphy, Anne Chinoy, Lesley Spellman, Hannah Vechionne, Jane Leicester, Lucia McDonagh

2. MInutes of the last meeting & matters arising: The Fat Loaf was felt to be very successful and Lesley was thanked for organising it. Headteacher for a day: Tickets to be sold by year 6 children from 26th April. Draw to be held on 6th May. PTA will supply raffle tickets. Recipe book; still 20 copies left, these will be sold at every event. Gianna hopes to revise it and reissue at the end of the next academic year (July 2011). Year 5 & 6 disco has been cancelled as the DJ was not available. Year 6 leavers disco will still go ahead.

3. Treasurers Report: The Scottish Widows savings account has been set up. It’s a 7 day notice account with telephone access. Fat Loaf event raised £1,000 profit, £838 of this from the raffle. The PTA has paid £4,523 for the outside PE equipment store. The savings account has £16,052 credit and the current account £4,050 credit. From this £5000 is still owing for the traversing wall which has not been billed yet. St Patrick’s Day raised £193.58 profit and was very successful and enjoyable. The set up was rushed due to school dinner time and Mrs Harrold offered to organise lunch earlier next year. Barry & Mike who provided the live music were thanked as was Mary King, Miss Smithers & Mrs Sweeney for all their hard work.

4. Web site: Anne Chinoy has nearly completed work on this. It was suggested that we could have links to educational games sites and a hyperlink from the e-mail address to the website. The need to plug easifundraising on the website was emphasised. The launch will be the week after the Easter holidays. The possibility of printing labels with the web address for each pupil to wear home will be investigated. Anne was thanked again for all her work on this.

5. Ladies Night: Unfortunately Custard Boutique can’t make the date in May. Due to  other PTA activities & events it was agreed to cancel Ladies Night for this year.

6. Business Directory: There have been 21 responses so far, raising £155. There are several more who haven’t responded but Palma & Helen will chase up individually. Palma will speak to Father Stephen about advertising it in the weekly church newsletter, in case any parishoners want to be included. It will be an A4 brochure, produced in house. The summer ball sponsors will be checked in case any of them want to be included.

7. Bonus Ball: The lists are not full at the moment. Clair has 15 spare numbers and Jane 27. It’s a lot of effort for Clair & Jane to run the lists for not much return . It was suggested that we amalgamate the lists for the present and look at recruiting more for a 2nd list in the longer term.

8. Adult social: Lesley Spellman has suggested that we can hire the Fat Loaf in Ashton for a ladies only event at the end of the summer term. It would be £20 a head for a grill & drink, with a maximum of 50 places. Along with a raffle this would generate a reasonable profit. It was agreed to go ahead with this. The possibility of having 2 nights to accommodate more mums was discussed.

9. Outside play area : The traversing wall still needs some finishing touches and the wood carving of St Joseph will be undertaken on St Joseph’s day (19th March). Mrs Harrold will obtain quotes for extending the existing quiet area into the playground to create more space for the play equipment. She will bring these to the next meeting.  The plan for Anna Law’s garden has come out at £2,360. If the PTA could fund the £360 the school will pay the £2,000. This was agreed. Sale Grammar School field, Mrs Harrold will contact the head of Sale Grammar personally to discuss the possibility of us using their bottom filed permanently and putting a gate on Wardle Rd to access it. The shared area between the infants and juniors is not operational yet as it needs seating. It was agreed that the PTA would fund this seating to expedite the matter.

10. Any other business: It was agreed to fund 4 new digital cameras for the school. Debbie suggested a built in cupboard in the PTA kitchen area, to replace the existing freestanding cupboard. She will get quotes. First Holy Communion, the cake has been ordered and the letter for parent helpers will go out shortly. Leavers presents; it was thought sufficient books were bought last year to cover this year’s leavers too. Mrs Harrold will check this. Year 6 trip to France; It was agreed to contribute £500 from the  PTA towards this. Summer fair: It was agreed to go ahead with a similar international theme as last year, possibly the World Cup. Personal invitations will be sent to last year’s stall holders. The date was agreed as 11/07/10 but this has now been changed to 04/07/10. Sandra Burgess agreed to liaise with Stalder Dance Academy to o-ordinate their input on the day. Tablecloths: Debbie would like to have proper tablecloths made up to fit the tables in the hall. Palma offered to do this and Sandra offered to wash and iron them after every event.
