MINUTES OF A MEETING HELD ON 22ND SEPTEMBER 2010

1. Minutes of the last meeting: These were approved as correct. There were no matters arising.

2. Playground development
Mrs Harrold reported that the new climbing frame for the junior play area will be installed at the beginning of next week. It will take 2-3 days to complete. It will cost approximately £20,000 in total. It is of excellent quality, with a 20 year guarantee and should provide lots of fun for the children. It will be used on a rotation system, similar to the infant play equipment. Each day 1 class will use the equipment at break time and the other class in that year group will use the climbing wall. The next week the classes will swap around.

3. Halloween Discos. These will take place on Friday 29th October. There will be 3 discos – Reception, Yr 1&2, Yrs 3,4 & 5. Julie will co-ordinate.

4. Christmas Fair. This will be on Sunday 5th December. Julie will inform pre-school & Grainne will write it in the book in the office. The first meeting of the planning group will be on Monday 11th October. We will meet at school at 9am.  Anyone is welcome to attend.
