Treasurers report:
A report was submitted which had been prepared by John Gill.  The spot balance is £14,214. The summer ball has generated a profit of £6,633 so far, with a further £960 revenue & a cash match of £300 still due. The summer ball generated £3,100 profit with an additional £500 cash match due. It was agreed to transfer £12,000 to the charity account.  Mrs Harrold will order the computers and hopefully will be able to order a new scooter rack once the exact costs of the computers is finalised.

Summer ball: John Gill had prepared a full financial report, which was submitted. It was felt to be a very successful event and Lesley was thanked for all her hard work. There was discussion about Bernie O’Brien’s photos of the event. It was agreed to publicise her telephone number in the end of year PTA newsletter for anyone wishing to order photos.

Summer fair:
A full financial report was again submitted. The income was similar to last year. The raffle generated £870, the bottle tombola £437, food £800, non-food (eg games) £539, the silent auction £467. Helen Jackson was thanked for helping with the bottle tombola. The only problem was the lack of sufficient money in the floats either in coins or notes, which caused difficulty for many stalls.

Website report:  Anne submitted a very encouraging report. There are on average 20 visits to the site per day. June was the busiest month with 860 visits (28 per day). Currently the home page is the most popular (22.7%), followed by the ball (12%) and the business directory (8.3%).  There will be some improvements made to the business directory and the headline banner will be changed. Anne was thanked for all her hard work.

Any other business: There was some discussion about the business directory, including the possibility of expanding the number of advertisers. It was agreed to publicise the directory to new parents, eg at the coffee morning. Mrs Harrold thanked everyone for their hard work over the past year. Lesley is stepping down from the PTA at the end of this year. She suggested someone should continue the work she has done on the ball, the theatre club and headteacher for a day. She was thanked for all she has contributed over the last few years.
