MINUTES OF A MEETING HELD ON 15TH APRIL 2010

1. Apologies for absence: Jane Leicester, Theresa McGeough, Lucia McDonagh, Helen Dunn, Caroline Dwyer-Seddon, Julie Murphy, Anne Chinoy, Gianna Higginson, Liz Taylor, Mrs Harrold

2. Matters arising: Fat Loaf Ladies Night - Lesley has confirmed the venue for Tuesday 20th & Wednesday 21st July. There will be a maximum of 40 people per night. The tickets will be £20 or less and include 2 courses  (main & dessert)  & welcome drink. The raffle will hopefully make money. Debbie will ask the beauty lady in Ashton for a donation & Angie will ask Redhouse Farm for a cookery session, Angie also offered to make up an Avon prize. Bonus Ball: It has been agreed to amalgamate both lists from September. Sandra suggested offering a free number for a year as a raffle prize for the summer fair. Outside Play area - There was much discussion about the junior playground development, the quiet area & the shared area. Lesley expressed concern about the the fact that the junior playground work had not started and that PTA developments in general always take such a long time. She suggested a member of the PTA be given responsibility for progressing these developments rather than it always being Mrs Harrold. Sandra said she did no think this would be possible because ultimate responsibility for health & safety rests with Mrs Harrold so she has to do it herself or delegate to a member of school staff.  Sandra suggested the school consider developing a sports zone, rather than a play area. Debbie agreed to speak to Mrs Harrold about these matters.

3. Financial report: John Gill submitted a financial report. He has issued a cheque for £4,719 for the traversing wall. There was some uncertainty whether this includes all the labour costs. Concerns were expressed about the plastic cover not looking good.  After the traversing wall expenditure, we now have £14,000 available.

4. Summer Fair: The date has been changed to Sunday 4th July. No-one attended the meeting held prior to the PTA meeting. However Debbie, Angie & Grainne had held a preliminary meeting so planning was well underway. The food has all been confirmed. Angie will send a letter out to businesses asking for vouchers etc, this will also be sent to the local butchers. The 3 face painters have been confirmed. Two shoppers will need to be recruited. Angie will purchase a new hook a duck set for £20 and bean bag target set for £12.99. Sandra agreed to liaise with Stalder. John Woods confirmed that his wife would be able to copy the publicity material if we send the art work to his e-mail address. The next committee meeting will be on Monday 19th April 1.30pm.

5. St Georges Day: Friday 23rd April 1.30-3pm. Tea, coffee & cakes will be available. Sandra suggested the profit from this & the St Patrick’s Day event be available to buy raffle prizes for the Summer Fair & Ladies Night. Any volunteers to help with the tea & coffee will be greatly appreciated

6. Web Site: This will be launched on St George’s Day. Sandra offered to print labels with the website address. It was agreed to edit the minutes of meetings so no web addresses showed up & to edit the summer ball photos slightly.

7. Any other business: Headteacher for the day -It was agreed that the other prizes would be Legoland & Chill Factore vouchers. Lesley will write a letter & Palma will supervise the selling of tickets in school. Tablecloths- Debbie has bought the material, Palma will make them up & Sandra will wash them. Cyclepods - It was agreed more were needed, but cheaper ones would be purchased this time to enable us to save the money for the junior play area. Financial Plan-  As certain expenditures occur regularly, Sandra suggested a financial plan be prepared with anticipated expenditure to enable us to forward plan. John Gill agreed to do this. Year 6 trip to France - It was suggested that the money might be better used to fund the production of the yearbook, if not this year then perhaps in future years. Debbie agreed to discuss this with Mrs Harrold. Business Directory - The information has been given to F. Stephen but not yet appeared in the parish bulletin. Palma will go the parish office on Friday morning when it’s being compiled to ensure it is included.  Many potential contributors are still not in the directory, all committee members are urged to speak to anyone they know who could be included.
