1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: Lucia Eleuterio, Matthew Donlan, Liz Taylor, John Woods, Anne Chinoy, Palma Davidson, 

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING & MATTERS ARISING:

Anne Chinoy has done a lot of preparatory work on this. It was agreed that Debbie, Angie, Grainne & Anne will agree how to take this forward when they meet on Friday 22nd January. Anyone wishing to contribute to the website sub group can contact any of the above.

3. YEAR 5 & 6 DISCO: This was confirmed as Friday 23rd April. The year 6 leavers disco was agreed as Monday 19th July. Julie will organise both discos.

4. OUTSIDE PLAY EQUIPMENT: The installation of the climbing wall was delayed because of the snow. It will now be completed by February ½ term. The costs are likely to be £5,000, none of which has  been paid for yet.  Once the traversing wall is completed Mrs Harrold will progress work on the junior play equipment outlined in the previous meeting. The costs for that development are likely to be £12,000.

5. TREASURERS REPORT: John reported that the bank mandate is now operational. We have £11,800 in the current account & £11,000 in the savings account. Interest on our savings account is only 0.05%, John  suggested moving our savings account to the Scottish Widows easy access savings account with an interest rate of 1.75%. This was agreed. 

6. HEADTEACHER FOR A DAY: This was delayed from the summer term last year.  It was agreed to go ahead with it in the first ½ of the summer term. Tickets will be on sale from 26th April with the draw on 7th May.

7. PANTOMIME: Mrs Harrold reported that the whole school will go to the Oldham Coliseum this year, so the PTA theatre club can book any other pantomime.

8. FAT LOAF MEAL: This will be the same format as the last Fat Loaf event. The raffle made  a lot of money last time. People will therefore be asked to buy £10 worth of tickets again. Prizes will include tickets for JLS, a cookery school at the Fat Loaf and possibly jewellery. Helen will approach Brinks and Debbie will approach  Mappin & Webb for a donation.

9. LADIES NIGHT: It was suggested to change the focus this year. Lesley suggested a ladies only event at the Fat Loaf, as the adult social is oversubscribed. Lamarrs Bar & Restaurant function room in Manchester was another possibility. Lesley will investigate further.

10. INTERNATIONAL RECIPE BOOK: 107 copies were sold at the Christmas fair, a further 76 have been sold since.  We now only have a few copies left. The cost of publishing was £540, which means we have made £375 profit so far. Gianna was congratulated on the success of the book and thanked for all her hard work. Paula Terrry & Rebecca Sharkey who worked with Gianna were also thanked. It was agreed to report on the book & thank the editors in the next PTA newsletter. We may reprint for Christmas 2011.

11. CHRISTMAS FAIR:  The review sheet is detailed overleaf. It was agreed that Debbie should arrange to take Granny Carney for lunch at the Midland Hotel as a thank you.

12. PARENTS DIRECTORY: Helen circulated the revised letter & proforma.  It was agreed that only legitimate registered businesses should be included, with a clear proviso that the PTA is not recommending any of the businesses. It was agreed to send it out this ½ term.

13. ANY OTHER BUSINESS;

Miss Tumelty reported on the need for new computers in the ICT suite, during the next academic year (2010-2011). This would involve replacing the 16 current ones with new base units @£350 per unit. With added support costs this would be £10-15k. The possibility of wireless laptops on a trolley was discussed as an additional development. It was agreed that once the junior playground work was completed, the computers would be the next priority for the PTA. It was hoped that sufficient additional funds would be raised by next spring/summer to fund this, if not the possibility of looking for outside sponsorship will be explored. There was some discussion about the supermarket vouchers for computers and the possibility of someone being nominated to maximise voucher donation.

Mrs Jones has asked the PTA for £150 to refurbish Anna Law's garden in the junior playground. As this area will be redeveloped with the new play equipment, it was agreed with Mrs Harrold that the PTA would fund the £150 in principle, but the refurbishment of the garden would co-incide with the play equipment development.

There was some discussion about other possible events this year , e.g. a car boot sale.
